Note: I think it important to note here that no mention is made of Joshua Doctor Wright or of Nathan Wright who were also children of Moses and Elizabeth Wright.  Joshua was killed in the war and apparently left no children.  Nathan also was likely killed in the war and also left no known children.

 3.  Beginning at a W.O. ( White Oak) Wm Hulls corner then with his line to a heap of stones on Moses  ?  old line to a line of the Speculation  line then to a beginnig containing 42 acres more or less. 

   4. A tract adjoing lands of Henry Hoyle  and others-----------to Henry Wortmans corner-------containing 163 acres more or less.

   5. Conveyed by George Wacaster ( Weycaster ( ?) on the waters of Wards Creek adjoining the lands of Downs and others containing 370 acres more or less.

( note; this likely includes the "home place and house etc. of Moses and Elizabeth, it is a bit difficult to tell exactly where this was other than it likely adjoined land of the Prewit's and Tallent's. )

July 27, 1872 -  A final settlerment with Elizabeth Wright, Adm of Moses Wright, dec'd. Made the 27th July, 1872.

Petitioners also shows that Francis Wright, Olivene Wright, Zora Wright, Elihu Wright and John Wright are infants undr the age of twenty one and that Eli Wright, Spencer Wright and his wife Elizabeth, David Wright and his wife Rita, Brison Wright and his wife Sarah, Willis Wright and his wife Mary, and Silas  M. Wright  are non-residents of the state.

Ask that land be sold ( subject to life estate of Elizabeth Wright) summons Julias Wright and Ooma ( Naoma) his wife, Calvin Smith and his wife Mary, Eli Wright, Spencer and Elizabeth his wife , David Wright and his wife  Rita,  Silas M. Wright and his wife Sarah R., Willis Wright and his wife Mary to appoint a guardian for minor children of John Wright.
